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Lesson Plan 2

Reading Comprehension

Goals: Students play detective in this free, fifth-grade Reading Comprehension lesson. Students help Jermaine find his Grandma’s lost hat by using context clues in her email and in witness testimony. Students are actively involved throughout the lesson by interviewing witnesses, keeping careful notes, and narrowing down the clues to solve this mystery. This is a perfect example of how SmartTutor’s lessons can transform your student into a motivated and engaged reader.

Materials:

· The Twits by Roald Dahl
· Have enough computers for the classroom

Procedure:

· Students are seated on the carpet with a partner. Students will be expected to turn and talk with this partner during guided practice. Students read the objective. 
· Today, we will begin to predict character actions based on what we know about that character.  
· Remember character traits tell or show you how the characters in a story look, feel, and act.  A prediction is thinking about what happens next in the story based on what you already know.
· The more we know about a character’s traits the easier it becomes to understand their actions which helps us predict how a character is thinking or feeling.  
· I read aloud from The Twits by Roald Dahl. Stop at the end of chapter 1. Readers, that chapter told me so much about the Twits. I noticed that Mr. Twit is described as tricky, sneaky, and mean. 
· I will add these to our classroom chart under character traits that describe Mr. Twit.  Now that I know that about Mr. Twit I can make a prediction about how he will act in the next chapter. I noticed that he likes to play tricks on people so I predict that Mr. Twit will play a mean trick on Mrs. Twit.  
· Now it’s your turn to try. As I read aloud the next chapter think about what character traits we can write to describe Mrs. Twit. Continue reading aloud from next chapter.  
· Have them turn and talk to a partner to share any character traits you noticed about Mrs. Twit. Then I write student selections on the classroom chart. (Positive Reinforcement) 
· Now predict using what you know about Mrs. Twit what action she will take in response to Mr. Twit tricking her. Turn and tell your partner what you predict. After they are done write charts student predictions.
· Now they we have learned about predicting, they are now going to use these predicting skills to help Jermaine
· Students log on to their computers. 
· Then the students will go to http://www2.smarttutor.com/player/swf/RC_Context_Clues_L5_V1_T4a.swf
· Students will then read and help Jermaine help find his Grandma’s lost hat.
· Once the students are done with the online assignment they will take their pick of a handful of worksheets and then answer 5 questions. Worksheets will be printed off 
· The After After work- for students who are done quickly, students will be able to work on any current assignment or have free time. 
Accommodations:

Students who have trouble reading with be able to follow along while the passages are read aloud to them. They then can answer the questions from there. If there is time for the student/s to do the worksheet first give them time to read it on their own. They will get a extended amount of time, and if they need more help the grandma will help out by reading the passage aloud. 

Assessments.

· Students will get credit for completion of the online reading comprehension.
· Students will then get a score of 0-10 on the worksheet 2 points for each question right. 
Activities- 

1) Inference Riddle Game - Guess using riddles - infer what is being described by the clues you read.
2) Reading the Fine Print - Students read advertisements to practice reading critically.
3) Strategies for Better Reading - By reading between the lines you can discover meaning not stated by the author.
4) Truth in Advertising - Students read advertisements and evaluate the type of persuasive writing being employed.
