Blended Learning Lesson Plan
Basic Information:
1. Core Standards/Benchmarks: CCSS.ELA-Literacy.RL.11-12.4, CCSS.ELA-Literacy.RL.11-12.5, CCSS.ELA-Literacy.RL.11-12.7
2. Teacher Preparation/Prior Knowledge:
· Teacher creates stations in her classroom. 

· Station 1: Full class around the Smart Board or in the computer lab

· Station 2: Cluster of individual desks with worksheet of discussion questions or with laptops/iPads/tablets for students to use Google Doc of worksheet 

· Station 3: Group of desks together to implement group discussion with worksheet of discussion questions or with laptops/iPads/tablets for students to use Google Doc of worksheet 

· Station 4: Group of desks together at teachers desk for one-on-one discussion

· Students must come in with all information on Shakespeare's Hamlet that the class discussed up to this point. Students must have also read Hamlet's soliloquy “To Be or Not To Be” before class.
3. Grade Level: English IV—Senior English
4. Time: 1.5 hours
5. Goals and Rationale: To get students to focus on discussion questions  objective questions: What is the importance of this soliloquy? How does it affect the rest of the play? What is the difference between reading a play and watching it be performed?
6. Lesson Materials/Equipment:  Smart Board or access to computer lab, physical copies of worksheet or access to laptops/iPads to pull up Google Doc of worksheet, copy of Hamlet
7. Grouping Structures: full group meeting, individual work and small group work at specific stations
Lesson Plan Format:
1. Anticipatory Set (3 minutes): Teacher or student will read soliloquy aloud to class. 
2. Objective (1 minute): By the end of class students will be able to fully understand the importance of Hamlet's famous soliloquy and how it affects the rest of the play as well as the difference between reading a play and seeing it performed. Students will demonstrate this knowledge through individual reflection, group discussion, and discussion with teacher on a worksheet provided.
3. Instructional Input (85 minutes): 
· Teacher and students will watch video of Kenneth Branagh performing the soliloquy (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=h7TgTb_0wsg) followed by David Tennant performing the soliloquy (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=xYZHb2xo0OI) (10 minutes)

· Students will then break up into three stations. (Each station will take 20-25 minutes).

· Individual station: Students will individually go over questions on worksheet and fill it out with their personal perceptions. Students do not need to go too in depth in this because they will be building on it in the remaining sections (Independent practice)
· Group Station: Groups of around 4-5 students will work together to answer questions from worksheet. Provided at this station will be an example created by teacher to lead students in the right path of discussion. (modeling) Students will work cohesively in this to answer all the questions. All students must participate in this discussion. Teacher will check in on this station with each rotation to make sure all students are actively participating (guided practice).

· Discussion with Teacher: Groups of around 4-5 students will meet with the teacher to discuss more personally what each student got out of the videos. Teacher will then provide general information that all students must know about the videos and the questions so that all students have the same basic level of understanding (check for understanding)
4. Closure: (1-2 minutes): Teacher will wrap up class by reminding students of the three main topics discussed in the objective and tell students to go home and re-watch videos and write a short reflection on what else they noticed after the initial watching and subsequent blended learning discussion class.
